 The Pompano Beach Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) constructed the Ali Cultural Arts Center (a 
$2.3+ million project) then began planning programming for the facility, which after opening became 
recognized as the new destination for cultural arts. The property that the Ali Cultural Arts occupies was at one 
time a boarding house in what was once the commercial heart of Pompano Beach’s African American 
community.
