FEMALE VETERAN’S VILLAGE – A Diamond in the Rough

The Female Veteran’s Village began in an old crime infested trailer park, but the outcome
was more than anyone expected.  

• 2008 – The Diamond Square CRA issued a Letter of Intent to purchase the
Skyview Trailer Park.

• 2014 – A Diamond Square subdivision was recorded with the Brevard County 
Clerk of Courts.

• 2016 – CRA Board approved a partnership for the construction of homes as part of
The City of Cocoa’s Veterans’ Homeownership Initiative which included the 6 lots.

• 2018 – A partnership with Habitat was realized to build new single-family homes for
Low and very low-income Female Veterans.

• 2019 – Construction began on the first home. 
• 2020 – The first and second homes were completed, and the keys were turned over to

the first two Female Veterans.
• 2021 – The third home was complete.
• 2022 – The 4th home was turned over.  The 5th and 6th homes are expected to be 

complete and turned over October 2022.
